SWINE FLU VACCINATION  
WHERE ARE WE NOW? 

 
The swine flu pandemic appears to have subsided at present but we should not 
become complacent.  It may happen that the virus will return in the Autumn/Winter 
2010.  In view of the possible continued risk we are continuing to hold vaccination 
clinics for people who fall into the risk groups that follow:- 
 

Unvaccinated people over the age of six months in c linical risk groups 
 (which include those people aged 65 and over and i n a clinical risk 
 group but not healthy people aged 65 and over) 

 
Pregnant women 
 
Household contacts of immunocompromised individuals   
Frontline health and social care workers  

 
These groups should continue to receive the Swine flu vaccine during the coming 
spring and summer.  This is because these people are at particular risk if they 
become infected with the virus or, in the case of frontline health and social care 
workers and the household contacts of immunocompromised individuals, may be 
exposed to those at risk of infection. 
 
It has also been advised by the Department of Health that people travelling to the 
Southern Hemisphere during their winter (our summer) may benefit from receiving 
the Swine flu vaccination as it is their influenza season. 
 
The practice still has stock of the vaccine and in order to provide people who 
require it we are doing clinics on alternate Friday afternoons at Haxby . 
 
The vaccine is mixed in doses of 10 so cannot be given other than in a booked 
session.  Please contact reception to book an appointment. 
 
FASCINATING FACTS  
The practice has arranged 26 clinics both on and off site since we received the vaccine 
in December.  There has been over 500 hours of nursing time used to administer 3000 
doses.

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LOW VISION CLINIC SERVICE – WILBERFORCE TRUST 
 
A free service is offered by the Wilberforce Trust for people with a diagnosed eye condition who 
have difficulty seeing – even after prescription glasses have been provided.
